the flood of 2008.  I spoke with Pearlie Griggs who is a member at New Jerusalem (the congregation that now occupies 
that location) after the flood waters receded and asked how much water they got at the church.  Her response floored 
me.  They had a little leak in a corner of the basement.  The flood waters were all around but did not get to the church.  
Because the building was spared they were able to have a funeral two weeks after the flood.  When the congregation 
moved to the southwest side the leaders of the church again picked a wonderful location high on a hill.  On a clear day 
you can look out the windows and see much of the Cedar Rapids skyline.  Yet as we have grown we have begun to see 
that it is not just about the building.  It is about the people, both those who worship with us and more importantly our 
neighbors through out Cedar Rapids.  We have a wonderful facility and we have been fortunate to be able to open it up 
for those who were displaced by the flood.  As we move into the future we need to continue to not only reach out, but to 
go out into the world and do the work of the church, building relationships and loving on those who do not know Jesus 
Christ.  Ministry happens out there, not inside a building.

The year 1889 was the most important 
year in the history of the church.  On 
March 10, 1889 the church was 
permanently organized as a reformed 
church with about one hundred 
members.  By-Laws were written and the 
church was incorporated.  The brethren 
at once began thinking of building their 
own sanctuary.  It happened at the time 
that the Congregational Church wanted 
to sell their building.  Therefore, on May 
2 this church was bought for $1500 and 
moved to the site of a future church on the corner of Ninth Avenue and Seventh Street.  
On July 7 the church was dedicated by Rev. Kun and several American preachers 
before a huge crown of people. 

Hus Presbyterian Church has a rich history.  When that first church was purchased no 
one but God knew what an amazing spot had been chosen on the corner of 9th Avenue 
and 7th Street SE.  Flooding in 1929 and 1993 did not reach the church.  Then came

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Education is an important part of our faith.  Part of 
this includes learning about our denomination, the 
Presbyterian Church (USA).  Because of this I have 
been doing a series on Presbyterian Distintives.  
We continue this series with the Sacraments of 
Baptism and the Lord’s Supper.

Sacraments 

Denominations often differ over what they 
recognize as sacraments. Some recognize as many 
as seven sacraments, others have no sacraments 
in the life of the church. The Presbyterian Church 
(U.S.A.) has two sacraments, Baptism and the 
Lord's Supper.  

"The Reformed tradition understands Baptism and 
the Lord's Supper to be Sacraments, instituted by 
God and commended by Christ. Sacraments are 
signs of the real presence and power of Christ in 
the Church, symbols of God's action. Through the 
Sacraments, God seals believers in redemption, 
renews their identity as the people of God, and 
marks them for service." (Book of Order W-
1.3033.2)  

"The early Church, following Jesus, took three 
primary material elements of life--water, bread, and 
wine--to become basic symbols of offering life to 
God as Jesus had offered his life. Being washed 
with the water of Baptism, Christians received new 
life in Christ and presented their bodies to be living 
sacrifices to God. Eating 
bread and drinking wine 
they received the 
sustaining presence of 
Christ, remembered 
God's covenant promise, 
and pledged their 
obedience anew." (Book 
of Order W-1.3033.1)  

Baptism  

"In Baptism, the Holy 
Spirit binds the Church in covenant to its Creator 
and Lord. The water of Baptism symbolizes the 
waters of creation, of the flood, and of the Exodus 

from Egypt. Thus, the water of Baptism links us to 
the goodness of God's creation and to the grace of 
God's covenants with Noah and Israel. Prophets of 
Israel, amidst the failure of their own generation to 
honor God's covenant, called for justice to roll down 
like waters and righteousness like an everflowing 
stream. (Amos 5:24) They envisioned a fresh 
expression of God's grace and of creation's 
goodness -- a new covenant accompanied by the 
sprinkling of cleansing water. In his ministry, Jesus 
offered the gift of living water. So, Baptism is the 
sign and seal of God's grace and covenant in 
Christ. (Book of Order W-2.3003)"  

"Baptism enacts and seals what the Word 
proclaims: God's redeeming grace offered to all 
people. Baptism is God's gift of grace and also 
God's summons to respond to that grace. Baptism 
calls to repentance, to faithfulness, and to 
discipleship. Baptism gives the church its identity 
and commissions the church for ministry to the 
world." (Book of Order W-2.3006)  

"The water used for Baptism should be common to 
the location, and shall be applied to the person by 
pouring, sprinkling, or immersion. By whatever 
mode, the water should be applied visibly and 
generously." (Book of Order W-3.3605)  

"Baptism is received only once. There are many 
times in worship, however, when believers 
acknowledge the grace of God continually at work. 
As they participate in the celebration of another's 
Baptism, as they experience the sustaining nurture 
of the Lord's Supper, and as they reaffirm the 
commitments made at Baptism, they confess their 
ongoing need of God's grace and pledge anew their 
obedience to God's covenant in Christ." (Book of 
Order W-2.3009)  

"As there is one body, there is 
one Baptism. (Eph. 4:4-6) 
The Presbyterian Church 
(U.S.A.) recognizes all 
Baptisms with water in the 
name of the Father, of the 
Son, and of the Holy Spirit 
administered by other 
Christian churches." (Book of 
Order W-2.3010)  ���������

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Presbyterian Distinctives – Part 3, cont.   
Lord's Supper  

"The Lord's Supper is the sign and seal of eating and drinking in communion with the crucified and risen 
Lord. During his earthly ministry Jesus shared meals with his followers as a sign of community and 
acceptance and as an occasion for his own ministry." (Book of Order W-2.4001a)  

Around the Table of the Lord, God's people are in communion with Christ and with all who belong to Christ. 
Reconciliation with Christ compels reconciliation with one another. All the baptized faithful are to be 
welcomed to the Table, and none shall be excluded because of race, sex, age, economic status, social 
class, handicapping condition, difference of culture or language, or any barrier created by human injustice. 
Coming to the Lord's Table the faithful are actively to seek reconciliation in every instance of conflict or 
division between them and their neighbors. (Book of Order W-2.4006)  

The Lord's Supper is to be observed on the Lord's Day, in the regular place of worship, and in a manner 
suitable to the particular occasion and local congregation. It is appropriate to celebrate the Lord's Supper as 
often as each Lord's Day. It is to be celebrated regularly and frequently enough to be recognized as integral 
to the Service for the Lord's Day. (Book of Order W-2.4009)  

The invitation to the Lord's Supper is extended to all who have been baptized, remembering that access to 
the Table is not a right conferred upon the worthy, but a privilege given to the undeserving who come in 
faith, repentance, and love. In preparing to receive Christ in this Sacrament, the believer is to confess sin 
and brokenness, to seek reconciliation with God and neighbor, and to trust in Jesus Christ for cleansing and 
renewal. Even one who doubts or whose trust is wavering may come to the Table in order to be assured of 
God's love and grace in Christ Jesus. (Book of Order W-2.4011a)  

We’ll conclude this series over the next couple of months with: Infant Baptism, Predestination, Women in 
the Church and Becoming a Presbyterian Minister.
