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At the beginning of the year the Youth Leadership Team and I were talking about Wolia, 
our sponsor Child through World Vision. We decided that we needed to take lesson time 
during youth group to talk about her and why we sponsor her.  We made posters and 
brochures.  We bought frames and magnets to put her picture in.  The kids decorated the 
frames and then took them home to put on the refrigerator.  Then, out of the blue, we 
received a letter from World Vision.  The letter said: 

Dear Friends, 

 Thank you for your participation in World Vision’s sponsorship program.  
We have received important information regarding your sponsored child. 

 The World Vision office in Mozambique notified us that Wolia Randinho 
Joaquim was recently married.  Although this news is unexpected, it is not 
uncommon in many cultures for marriages to be arranged between families and 
then formalized when the couples are still quite young.  Thus, we wanted to let you 
know that Wolia Randinho is no longer in the World Vision sponsorship program. 

This was a bit of a shock to many of the kids as Wolia is only 14 years old.  She will turn 15 
this coming May.  I explained arranged marriages to them so they would have a better 
understanding, but it is still difficult to grasp such a culture difference. 

At the request of some of the kids I contacted World Vision to see if we could send some 
money to Wolia as a wedding gift.  They appreciated that we wanted to do this, but told me 
that once a child leaves the programs, especially to get married, they often move out of the 
village they grew up in and are not able to be found. 

Please pray for this young lady and her husband as they start their lives together.  Maybe 
someday we will have the opportunity to sponsor one of their children.

Write how this scripture 
can apply to you today. 

P for Prayer  
This can be as simple as asking God to help you use this scripture, or it may be a greater insight on what He may be 
revealing to you. Remember, prayer is a two way conversation, so be sure to listen to what God has to say! Now, 
write it out.
