Presbuteros, the Greek word meaning elder, is used 72 times in the New 
Testament. It provided the name for the Presbyterian family of churches, which 
includes the Reformed churches of the world. Both Presbyterian and Reformed are 
synonymous with churches of the Calvinist tradition. 
 
In America, the first presbytery was organized in 1706, the first synod in 1717; the 
first General Assembly was held in 1789. Today's Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) was 
created by the 1983 reunion of the two main branches of Presbyterians in America 
separated since the Civil War — the Presbyterian Church in the U.S. and the United 
Presbyterian Church in the U.S.A. The latter had been created by the union of the 
Presbyterian Church in the U.S.A. and the United Presbyterian Church of North 
America in 1958.

CEDAR RAPIDS, IOWA .

On April 17, 1941, rev. Benjamin Paroulek resigned, 
having been called to Azusa, California.  Then came 
the task of calling in a new minister.  This was 
solved by the election of a pulpit committee to act on 
such matters. 

THE TERM OF REV. BENJAMIN  PAROULEK  
 

A special meeting of the congregation took place 
Sunday, June 19, 1938 for the purpose of electing a 
new pastor.  The Rev. Benjamin Paroulek, who had 
visited the church and preached on May 15, 1938, 
was chosen as the new pastor.  His salary was to be 
$1,200.  Rev. Paroulek, a young man, was born in 
this country and spoke the Czech language with 
little difficulty.  His wife did not speak Czech.  He 
started work on Sunday, October, 10, 1938.  He 
again used English in the services on the first 
Sunday of every month. 
 

The life of the church was improved by the 
leadership of Rev. Paroulek and the attendance at 
services became better.  He desired to bring the 
English language into the service gradually, so he 
began giving a short talk in English during each 
Czech service. 
 

Rev. Paroulek started a boys’ club and a girls’ club, 
which lasted during his stay but which were 
discontinued at his leaving.  He also organized a 
visiting committee to gain members for the church.  
During this same year, 1941, black choir robes were 
purchased and English hymn books were provided.  
The Sunday School was reorganized and Mrs. Emily 
Leksa was appointed Sunday School 
superintendent.  During this period attendance of 
the Sunday School improved. 
 

A new custom of combining the Thanksgiving 
service with the West Side Czech Reformed 
Church, whose pastor was Rev. Milo Filipi, was 
established in 1941.  Hus Presbyterian Church still 
participates in an Ecumenical Thanksgiving service 
but the churches involved have changed.  Each year 
the services are rotated between Asbury United 
Methodist Church, Hope Lutheran Church, Hus 
Presbyterian Church, and St. Ludmilla Catholic 
Church with each pastor taking part as well as a 
combined choir. 
 

A Union of Czechoslovak Protestants was organized 
in Chicago of which this church became a member.  
In this organization the Czech churches and 
ministers of all denominations were united.  The 
main purpose was to represent the Czech 
Protestants and to aid the Protestants in 
Czechoslovakia.

The Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) is distinctly a confessional and a connectional church, 
distinguished by the representation of elders — laymen and laywomen — in its government. The 
church has a membership of 2.3 million in all 50 states and Puerto Rico. Currently there are 
nearly 11 thousand congregations, over 21,000 ordained ministers, 1,100 candidates for ministry 
and more than 94,000 elders. 
 

Presbyterians are BELIEVERS and DOERS 
 

WE BELIEVE - in the Great Ends of the Church, as set forth in our Book of Order: "the 
proclamation of the Gospel for the salvation of humankind; the shelter, nurture, and spiritual 
fellowship of the children of God; the maintenance of divine worship; the preservation of the truth; 
the promotion of social righteousness; and the exhibition of the Kingdom of Heaven to the world." 
 

WE BELIEVE - in a theology of mission, as expressed in the Westminster Confession of Faith: 
"... Christ hath commissioned his Church to go into all the world and to make disciples of all 
nations. All believers are therefore under obligation ... to contribute by their prayers, gifts, and 
personal efforts to the extension of the Kingdom of Christ throughout the whole earth." 
 

WE DO - mission and its related functions in "good Presbyterian order" through the structures of 
our General Assembly, synods, presbyteries and local churches, which provide accountability in 
a connectional system. The chief agencies of the General Assembly are the Office of the General 
Assembly, General Assembly Council, Board of Pensions, Presbyterian Foundation, 
Presbyterian Investment and Loan Program and Presbyterian Publishing Corporation. 
 

WE DO - mission in partnership locally, nationally and globally by prioritizing our available 
resources, guided by the emphases given by our General Assembly, the biannual meeting of 
clergy and lay commissioners who represent the presbyteries of the church. Through the General 
Assembly, all Presbyterians have a voice in setting directions for mission and through their 
General Mission Giving, have a vital responsibility in carrying out what the General Assembly has 
mandated.  
  
In the past year we have seen how well the Elders of Hus Presbyterian Church have represented 
the congregation.  They have helped guide the church through our current season without a 
senior pastor making solid decision through much prayer and discernment.  One of the most 
intensive of those was the “Child Protection Policy and Procedures” manual that was formally 
adopted at the July Session meeting.   
 

Additionally, we as a congregation got to witness how connectional the Presbyterian Church 
really is.  We saw first as Presbyterian churches came together to help when tornadoes ripped 
through Iowa.  Then again during the floods as Presbyterian churches from all over the United 
States provided cleaning buckets and other supplies to help people affected by the flooding that 
devastated so many communities in Iowa.  Christ Church Presbyterian and Westminster 
Presbyterian Church in Cedar Rapids and St. Andrews Presbyterian Church in Iowa City 
continue to host workers from all over the United States through Presbyterian Disaster 
Assistance.  Then four churches (Calvin-Sinclair Presbyterian Church, Christ Church 
Presbyterian, Hus Presbyterian Church and Olivet Presbyterian Church) showed how churches 
that were either too small or had been affected by the flooding could come together to have 
Vacation Bible School. 
 

We are definitely a distinctly confessional and connectional that are believers and doers.  I am 
looking forward to seeing what God has in store for us as we go into the future.
