Primary youth group contacts will 
also meet every day at 7:00 p.m. to 
touch base with camp staff. 

Adult meeting: There’s an adult meeting scheduled for 4:30 p.m. on Sunday after 

registration and before dinner. All adults should attend this meeting.  We will go over 
guidelines and expectations for the week.  You will have an 
opportunity to ask questions and to hear new information. 

On Tuesday, after campers return from 
the service projects at 3:30, youth groups 
will have free time to explore the local 
area. There will not be an evening 
program and Dinner will not be served 
on Tuesday, please plan accordingly.  

Free time! There will be free time each day 

after you return from your service project location. 
You will have time to clean up, visit with others, or 
just hang out with your group. We will provide 
information to campers for free time activities.

Lights-out time: Please respect everyone’s need for sleep and respect the lights-out 

time. It’s your responsibility to ensure all your teenagers and adults are in your room by 
10:30 p.m., with lights out at 11:00 p.m. 

Check out: On the final day of your camp, your group will eat breakfast, pack and load 

belongings, and then clean your sleeping area. Camp staff will walk you through a room 
check.  After your check out with staff you are free to depart the facility by 9:00 a.m.

Lodging
There are several possibilities for lodging including, but not limited to, a school, church, or 
community center. All participants will sleep in the lodging facility. Recreational vehicles may 
not be used for lodging. Teenagers and adult leaders will be assigned to separate male and 
female sleeping quarters by our staff. Spouses will not be assigned together. Depending on 
group sizes, we may assign more than one group to a room.

There may or may not be air-conditioning at the lodging facility, so plan to 
bring fans.

Showers will be available; however, they may be indoor locker-room style 
showers or they may be outdoor temporary showers. WE REQUIRE THAT ALL 
CAMPERS BRING SWIMMING SUITS IN ORDER TO BE PREPARED FOR 
ANY SHOWERING SITUATION. Because of the number of campers, shower time may 
be limited. Please keep in mind that most location’s showers will not be private and may not 
be warm. 
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Hospitality Tasks 
During the week, youth and adult campers will have the opportunity to serve fellow campers 
by performing Hospitality Tasks. These tasks will be assigned on a rotating basis so that 
every camper will participate at least once during the week, possibly more often.  

Hospitality tasks include cleaning the cafeteria, hallways, restrooms, shower areas, and all 
common areas. Trash will also be taken out. The lodging facility will NOT have the 
services of custodians.  Everyone is expected to participate in Hospitality Tasks. 

Food
A total of 13 meals will be provided during the camp week, beginning with dinner on Sunday 
evening.   Camper prepare the breakfast and dinner meals and serve them at the lodging 
facility. This assignment is part of the rotating hospitality tasks. A staff member will 
purchase all food and will oversee the preparation, cooking, serving, and cleanup of all meals 

Campers will prepare their own sack lunch in the morning and bring their lunches with them 
to the service project locations when they depart in the morning. 

 Meals will consist of cold breakfasts, sack lunches, and hot 
dinners. The last meal will be a cold breakfast on Friday 
morning.

on Tuesday.  Youth groups will have free time that 
evening.
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
